These health and safety policies and procedures are codified in STEM Prep’s COVID-19 Standard Operating Procedures document and its COVID-19 Containment, Response, and Control Plan. Each time that new regulations are released, these documents are updated to reflect the most current requirements. The Chief Operating Officer is responsible for monitoring public health conditions and State and local rules and restrictions and using that information to establish and revise policies for STEM Prep schools. At this time (June 23, 2021), the adjusted COVID case rate for LA County is 12,030 per 100,000 people. The adjusted case rate in the West Adams community of LA where the school is located is 14,392. The most recent State and local rules informing our decision-making process are found in the LACDPH Reopening Protocols for K-12 Schools: Appendix T1 and Cal-OSHA COVID-19 Guidance. Prior to reopening to in-person instruction in Spring 2021, LACDPH visited and approved the school site for reopening.

	How the LEA will ensure continuity of services in case isolation quarantine or school closure: Crown Prep Academy reopened its school building to all students who wished to return to school as of May 10, 2021, and students will continue to have the option to attend school in person in Fall 2021 as long as public health conditions allow for that. The school will follow public guidance and requirements as they pertain to offering distance learning for students whose parents prefer they not attend school in person in the fall. All students will continue to have access to social, emotional, and mental health supports, and health and food services will continue in Fall 2021 as well. 

In the event that future school closures are required, the school will revert to its 100% distance learning model in which all students accessed the curriculum through a mix of synchronous online and asynchronous offline learning activities. In that case, students with disabilities and English Learners would receive additional push-in supports via Zoom just as they did during the 100% distance learning portion of the 2020-21 school year. 

In the event that a single student or cohort of students needs to isolate or quarantine temporarily, they will participate in their coursework remotely via Zoom.

	How LEA provided public the opportunity to provide feedback: Throughout the 2020-21 school year, STEM Prep sought input from families, students, and staff members via surveys every 5 weeks. We received a lot of feedback that informed the evolution of the distance learning and hybrid instructional models, as well as the return to in-person instruction. Health and safety protocols have been widely and consistently communicated to all stakeholders and posted on the schools’ websites.
